Sound Polaroids – Re-Imagining the City  

How does our environment impact on our lives?  What shapes our art, design, everyday actions?  How 
will we live in the future?  Brisbane Powerhouse invites you to explore the concrete jungles of our 
world, immersing yourself in the future of sound and vision with the Sound Polaroids festival, a 
celebration and exploration into moving image and sound investigating the futures of performance, 
design, architecture and the urban cityscape.   

Sound Polaroids  in 2008 features design, performance and film from the UK and New York, including 
the Australian premiere of the Amos Poe  (USA-based independent cinema god) film Empire II and the 
Queensland premiere of UK video art and design outfit D-Fuse. 

See, listen and get involved from 28 - 29 March, when Brisbane Powerhouse, Room 40 and The British 
Council take Brisbane to the very edge of new forms of interconnected sound and vision.  Presenting a 
program of design, performance and film from the UK and New York, Sound Polaroids  includes the 
Australian premiere of Amos Poe’s film Empire II and the Brisbane premiere of UK video art and 
design outfit D-Fuse. 
 
Sound Polaroids  casts focus on the ever-increasing body of work concerned with living in our world, 
with Amos Poe’s work Empire II becoming a prime example of seeking out and celebrating the beauty 
of the ordinary.  Considered to be the ‘father’ of modern independent American cinema, Amos Poe’s 
film is an inspiring tribute to the looks and sounds of New York, reminiscent of Paul Strand’s Manhatta 
(1921) and Jay Leyda’s Bronx Morning (1931). 
 
Well known for their collaborations with Beck, and the London Symphony Orchestra, D-Fuse will give 
Brisbane a taste of their provoking and futuristic cityscape deconstructions with Surface, a sonic 
cinema live performance investigates transformations of an urban environment.  Surface highlights the 
future direction of Asian cities from research and collaborative discoveries involving artists around 
South-East Asia. 
 
Festival-goers will also be bombarded by all things UK, with London based multi-media production 
company onedotzero taking on the metropolitan landscape in their audio visual project Graphic Cities, 
a close examination of major cities such as Auckland, Seoul, Hanoi, Ho Chi Minh, Bangkok, Chiang 
Mai, Kuala Lumpur and more.  The best of Britain continues with an event profiling directing talents 
making a big impact in filmmaking.  AirplayUK, is a compilation of Britain’s best music videos including 
clips for The Klaxons, Kate Nash, Jamie T and Lily Allen.   
 
Sound Polaroids also invite the audience to make some noise and get involved in shaping the cities 
of the future. As part of ‘re-imagining the city’ concept, Brisbane Powerhouse, Room 40 and The British 
Council invite you celebrate the closing Sound Polaroids  by joining in a panel discussion with 
members of D-Fuse and local architects and designers. Leave us with your feedback and ideas on 
where our future will lead and how we can all become involved.
